Pittsburgh, PA – March 10, 2008– Silk Screen Asian American Film Festival, now in its third year, is preparing once again to put Pittsburgh in the international spotlight with a unique multiple-day film festival being held in Pittsburgh, May 9-18, 2008. Showcasing more than 20 films in multiple venues, Silk Screen will feature films made by Asians and Asian-Americans at the three Pittsburgh Filmmakers venues: The Regent Square Theater, Harris Theater, and the Melwood Screening Room. Individual tickets may be purchased for $8.00 at each theater box office for that theater’s daily screenings. Patrons may also make advanced purchases of $50.00 Multi-Screening Passes, good for eight films per pass. Each film is feature length (60 minutes in length minimum), and tells a universally appealing story of human emotions, joy and/or drama. Many of the films have won numerous awards, and several are scheduled for special presentations that include question and answer sessions with the filmmakers. 
According to Festival Director Harish Saluja, also a local filmmaker (Writer/Director: “The Journey”), “We are very excited about this year’s festival. Not only have we proven that our annual gala is the most colorful event Pittsburgh has ever seen, but this year attendees can participate in honoring the festival’s best films by casting their ballot at screenings for the Audience Award. We are fortunate to be able to draw upon our community for their feedback and also to be working with a local glass artist to design the prestigious awards for the premiere of this aspect of the festival in May.”
In addition to screening award-winning films each May, the festival organizers are also pleased to be participating in a variety of Asian-themed events around the Pittsburgh city and region all year long.
